PROPOSED DC POWER SOURCE FOR THE BENCHES
Rob McNaughton suggested a recharging system be installed that would allow members to recharge their bat-
teries at the bench instead of having to use their car, or hauling large batteries to the field. Mac offered to donate two
diesel starting deep cycle type batteries for this endeavor. The obstacle to overcome here is on how we would recharge
the batteries that Rob is willing to donate. Members suggested various ways, which included, solar panels, wind tur-
bines, or just using the clubs generators to periodically recharge these. Feed wires to the benches, and associated panels

for plugging into the source will need to be installed at either each bench, or at every other bench, or just have a cen-
tralized charging station. Stay tuned as this develops.
